Cultural Deep Dive: “ZEX % ixis”

Have you ever sensed an unspoken tension in a room without anyone saying a word?
That's what 225 % ¢ & means—reading the atmosphere and adjusting your behavior accordingly. In Japan,

where indirect communication is common, understanding these silent cues is an essential social skill. But where
does this concept come from, and why is it so important in Japanese culture? Let’s take a deeper look!

/Origins of “ZE& %2 B ”—The idea of reading the air has deep cultural and historical roots in Japan.\

1, Collectivist Culture — Japan has traditionally emphasized group harmony (fi1). In such a society,

avoiding direct confrontation is key to maintaining relationships. Reading the air helps people navigate

social situations without causing discomfort.

2, High-Context Communication — Unlike in Western cultures, where people tend to express their
opinions directly, Japanese communication relies heavily on non-verbal cues, context, and implied
meanings.

3, Samgrai and Social Hierarchies — Even in historical times, samurai and merchants had to
carefully gauge a lord’s mood or a superior's unspoken intentions to avoid conflict or social missteps.
!his skill has continued into modern-day workplaces and social interactions. /

Reading the air isn’t just about avoiding awkward moments—it’s also about understanding when and how to act
in different social situations.

©Example 1: Workplace Etiquette

A junior employee is asked for their opinion in a meeting. Instead of directly disagreeing with a senior colleague,
they pause, choose their words carefully, and use polite language to suggest an alternative idea indirectly.

©Example 2: Social Gatherings

At a party, one person suddenly stops talking and looks uncomfortable. A friend, sensing the shift in atmosphere,
quickly changes the topic to something more cheerful.

~Is Reading the Air Always Good?~

While it helps maintain social harmony, 24 % &t {r can also lead to:

+ Avoiding necessary discussions because they might make others uncomfortable.

* Pressure to conform, even when personal opinions differ.

This is why, in modern Japan, some people argue that “not reading the air” (25 % ¢ % 7z \», KY) can sometimes
be a good thing—especially when innovation, new ideas, or honesty are needed.

Why Do Japanese Idioms Use ‘fF’ & ‘[’ So Often?
In chapter 2, we encountered two idioms that include T (liver)

and /[» (heart/mind). These words are frequently used in

Japanese expressions, because they represent essential parts
of the Japanese worldview.

.00

- fF — The Seat of Mental Strength and Endurance
In Western cultures, courage is linked to the heart, but in Japan, the liver (if) is seen as the center of

mental resilience, bravery, and decision-making. Even today, Japanese idioms reflect this, with phrases
like FF23K\> (‘you have a big liver'), meaning ‘to be courageous’'—a concept that would typically be
associated with the heart in Western languages.
OExample Idioms with JF:

- fFic#i U 5 — “To take something deeply to heart” (lit: engrave it in one’s liver)

- fF23 a4 5 — “To stay calm under pressure” (lit: have a firm liver)

- &2 ®m< 3 — “To be terrified” (lit: to cool the liver)
- /b — The Core of Emotions, Morality, and Sincerity
In Japanese culture, ‘[» represents the heart, mind, and spirit as a unified concept, encompassing
emotions, thoughts, and moral values. Unlike many Western languages that separate these aspects,
Japanese emphasizes their interconnectedness. This is reflected in idioms, where [ conveys sincerity
and deep emotion. For example, /> For example, /> For example, /[ %A% % highlights the cultural
value placed on earnestness and heartfelt effort. The distinction between true feelings (4 %) and public
behavior (#Hi) further reinforces the importance of expressing one’s /[» appropriately.
OExample Idioms with /[:

- LEICT S — “To steel one’s heart” (lit: make one’s heart a demon)
- LMLV D — “To feel emotionally unsettled” (lit: the heart is disturbed)
- LZiAY 5 — “To put one’s heart into something” (to do something with sincerity)
